Extending help to the needy

HCI, in collaboration with Somali
Center for Education and
Development (SOCED) and Working
to Empower Organization,

supported the construction of

a Youth Recreation Center. The
Center facilitated the recreation
activities of 5,000 youth.

Helping to gain selfsufficiency

For the past 10 years, HCI has been
supporting the Sudanese Association
for Disability and Rehabilitation (SADR)
in Fasher area, north of Darfur region.

With the help of HCI, SADR now has
2,865 members. The majority of the
members are physically challenged,
and others are either blind or deaf. HCI
launched the Building Opportunities for
Sudanese Disabled project to improve
the lives of 8,000 people with
disabilities. The project provided the
beneficiaries with needed training and
technical assistance as well as funding
to manage and run a micro-credit
scheme to provide loans in order to
setup small income generation
activities.

The increased employment and
income generated by vocational
training, on-the-job support, and
business development services that the
project provided also gave an
economical boost to the community.

HCI, along with local partners,
supported the Arab Orphan Day. The
goal of this project was to give children
the chance to do what children do best:
play, laugh and make new friends. It
