
Haiti: Helping the Hurting in Haiti  
In the wake of the most powerful earthquake in the past 200 years    
history of Haiti, HCI immediately mobilized its relief efforts. Funds were 
advanced to kick-start our aid work to help the victims in Port -au-Prince. 

HCIôs official representatives in Trinidad & Tobago visited the devastated 
areas. They reported disturbing stories from the field, stories of         
destruction and devastation. The whole city being reduced to the rubble. 
Thousands killed. Thousands others fled for safety facing a dismal plight 
and need help now. 

Our relief team travelled from Trinidad to Haiti and procured food supplies 
from Santo Domingo and moved them to Port -au-Prince. The distribution 
process is still ongoing. A coalition of several organizations has been 
formed in Trinidad. Our team is working hand -in-hand with them. Our aim 
is to raise cash funds and continue procuring items in Santo Domingo in 
the Dominican Republic. These items consisting of a variety of food stock, 
water and other basic amenities, will be transported to Haiti. Also, links 
have been established between Trinidad, Santo Domingo and             
Port-au-Prince, so that other supplies currently being procured in Trinidad 
and Tobago can easily reach those who desperately need them. 

Currently, HCI is focusing on providing relief assistance to the victims. Later,  HCI will work on Post-Disaster Community-Driven Quick Impact 
projects focusing on re-establishing basic services, such as health, education, household economic revival and psychosocial support including 
the provision of food and non -food supplies to the victims. The needs of the victims are immediate and dire. More funds are need ed to   
sustain and survive the affected and to rehabilitate and resettle them. Without swift and immediate action, hundreds of thous ands could still 
be in peril.

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Ethiopia: Nourishing Minds and Souls  

The Afar people are living on a meagre ration of food provided by international relief            
organizations. HCIôs Supplementary Food Assistance project  aims to add additional food to 
the small ration to physically strengthen particularly vulnerable households. HCI with its       
Canadian partner, Can-Go-Afar, is implementing this project through Afar Pastoral Development 
Association (APDA). Food, shelter, clothes and medications for the poor and needy are provided.  

As a key tool to survive and earn for their livelihoods in future, HCI is also providing the students 
with education. Annual Scholarships for many students at the Ethiopian University are      
covered. Several children are also being sponsored.  

Total funds channeled for both projects are approximately CAD $10,000.  
 

Kenya: Imparting Knowledge  

Education is the basis for higher living standards and an important tool for 
eradicating poverty. Kenya, in general, has made significant progress in     
increasing enrollment at the elementary schools; however, the existing      
secondary schools have not been able to keep pace with the increased number 
of elementary school graduates. Marginalized groups, particularly, are still 
struggling in the system to achieve this basic objective.  

HCI, through its local partner Ummah Foundation, is providing bursary support 
to very needy and deserving students at secondary, college and university 
levels. CAD $17,000 was channeled to cover the bursaries of the students.  

Four water tanks were installed in Naivasha at a total cost of CAD $7,000.  

Somalia: Serving the Underserved  
Recreation centers have positive impact on youth. Communities that operate 
youth recreation centers report that the level of youth crime and vandalism 
decreases. HCI funded a Youth Recreational Centre which is managed by 
its local partner Islamic Childrenôs Rescue Agency (ICRA) in one of the    

vulnerable cities. This project will facilitate the recreational activities of 5,000 
youth aged 7 ï 18, including 50% females. Our partner, Working To       
Empower, provided financial support to HCI for this project. Total amount 
channeled was CAD $11,000.   

Other projects supported by HCI are water wells, Benadir University 
victims and orphanage, relief assistance to Afgoye Corridor and 
Mogadishu victims. Total amount utilized for these projects is             
CAD $63,000 .   

Sudan: Creating Careers  
Vocational training, coaching and business development services are 
the best ways to increase the participation of physically challenged 
people in the workforce.  

HCI is working through its local partners to provide the services   
required by the physically challenged in order to increase their     

employability.  

The Building Opportunities for Disabled and Displaced project  
provides training, both in preparation for employment and              
on-the-job, by focusing on skills specifically required by the Sudanese 
labor market. The objective of the project is to improve the         
vocational skills of the physically challenged individuals, to develop 
self-sustainable businesses for them, to increase their visibility in the 
workforce, and to stimulate the economic development in the      
settlements populated by the internally displaced people.  

The funds channeled for the project are CAD $50,000.  
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Afghanistan: Sight beyond Vision  
Another Eye-screening project for refractive error was implemented by HCI Afghanistan in 
collaboration with Fred Hollows Foundation of Australia and the Ministry of Public Health 
(MoPH) Hospital, Jalalabad. 2,053 students were screened for refractive error. 110 students 
were provided with glasses, 37 students and teachers were referred to the hospital for further 
investigations and treatment. Cataract patients were referred to the MoPH Hospital for       
surgeries which were performed free of charge in Free Eye Camp sponsored by the Fred   
Hollows Foundation. 

HCIôs Farm-e-Hadda School in Jalalabad is providing education to Afghan girls; most of the 
children are orphans or from poor families. HCI provides the students with books, stationary 
and uniforms, supports the school administration and monitors the educational activities to 
ensure the quality. 

Another project implemented by HCI is Child Sponsorship Program . An amount of CAD $55,625 was channeled for this project.  

Bangladesh: Supporting Personal Growth  
With financial support from RS Foundation, HCI has accomplished an Ocular Surgery project at a cost 
of CAD $11,500 . Approximately 500 people experiencing eye problems were checked. 271 people had 
treatable visual impairment, of which 137 required cataract surgery.  

Also, through RS Foundationôs financial contribution, water tube wells were built and support to a     
Community Health Care Centre , which has been serving 50,000 inhabitants in Dhaka city, was given.    

Through Al-Ihsan Social Development Centre , HCI provided the women with basic education,         
vocational training, medical and legal services, as well as computer skills. CAD $50,000 was channeled to 
support the centre.   

HCI, in collaboration with SUROVI, is involved in Promoting Rights and Improve Domestic workers 
through Education (PRIDE)  project which has been designed for domestic workers of Dhaka city. The 
objective of the project is to raise awareness about and promote the childrenôs rights, help them increase 
their knowledge and skills, and prevent child abuse. CAD $8,000 was channeled for this project.  

Another important ongoing project is a Child Sponsorship Program (CSP) to help Bangladeshi orphans and children from poor families. 
Total number of children being supported is 152 at an annual cost of over CAD $53,500.  

India: Hope in Abundance  
A number of projects in various sectors are being implemented through several grassroots partner 
organizations such as the National Association of Muslim Federation, Vesma Hajipura Educational 
Trust, DUAI Kantharia, Madni Darut Tarbiyat Karmali, Suratee Sunni Vohra Muslim Education   
Society, Kosadi Medical Trust, Aligarh Bachchon Ka Ghar, Sahyog Trust, Sahayata Trust and     
others. These projects include Vocational Training, Livelihood assistance, Health,          
Education, as well as Scholarship support. The Vocational Training Program focuses on 
tailoring, embroidery and computer literacy in order to improve the social and educational welfare 
of the remote areas.  

Association For Marginalized Individuals (AFMI), Canada, provided support for many of the above 
projects.  

HCI is also supporting the Higher Education projects . The educational complex operated by one of our partner organizations, Jamia   
Islamia Ishaatul Uloom, comprises of colleges, vocational and high schools. Another project aimed at developing womenôs skills is being 
implemented through another partner Imdad -e-Nisa Trust.      

Over CAD $225,000 was channeled for the above mentioned projects.
