The Fred Hollows Foundation, Australia, the Health National
Institute of Afghanistan and HCI signed a Memorandum of
Understanding to conduct eye-screening activities in the middle
schools.

The eye-screening activity for refractive errors which took
place in Farm Hadda, Jalalabad, was monitored by Dr. Ajmal
Mohammad, local coordinator for Afghanistan Blindness Control
Program.

2,188 students took the eye-screening test. 294 of them
were diagnosed with refractive errors, 112 were provided with
glasses, 15 students and 9 patients from local community were
referred to the hospital for further investigation and treatment
and 3 students were referred for cataract surgeries.

Other ongoing activities are Child Sponsorship Program, a
Girl so School in Jal al abad,
programs.

Total funds channeled for Afghan operations were $59,369.

BANGLADESH

HCI, through RS Foundation, funded an eye-screening project for 150
people in Dhaka city.

HCI is continuing to support water projects through SUROVI; 50 deep
tube wells were built in camps near Rangpur and surrounding areas. Each
tube well is built with high quality material that is used in the construction
of houses in Bangladesh and lasts at least 10 years.

Also, through SUROVI, HCI is implementing Promoting Rights and
Improve Domestic workers through Education (PRIDE) Project. The aim of
this project is to promote rights of the working children and take them out
of hazardous labour. So far, 20 learning centres have been established;
selection and enrollment of 400 learners is done; formation of Community
Watch Group is completed; curriculum for learners has been developed
and their assessment is ongoing.

Through another partner, Al-l hs an, womends skildl training project i s
underway.

Other educational, health and hygiene projects and Child Sponsorship
Program are being implemented.
